On behalf of people with disabilities in California, the Disability Rights Legal Center (DRLC) is writing to urge you to sign bill AB287.  This bill is an important step to full employment for people with disabilities.  
This bill will supplement the Lanterman Developmental Disabilities Services Act, which gives persons with developmental disabilities the right to receive services and supports to meet their needs. This bill will encourage the individual program planning team to discuss school-to-work opportunities for consumers commencing at 14 years of age, and more importantly, would require the State Council on Developmental Disabilities to form a standing Employment First Committee, as specified, to implement an Employment First Policy by July 1, 2011.  These efforts are important to ensure the full participation of people with developmental disabilities into the workplace.
