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IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR ALL YOUTH IN CUSTODY

The class action lawsuit John Doe 2, et al. v. County of San Bernardino, et al., Case No. EDCV 02-962 SGL, has been settled. A nonprofit law office called Disability Rights Legal Center (DRLC) represented the youth who brought this lawsuit.  

Damages claims are NOT covered by this settlement.  If you think you have a damages claim against Probation, Department of Behavioral Health or the Juvenile Court Schools, you should talk to an attorney about these claims.

A summary of what the settlement will do is on the back side of this sheet.

IF YOU OR YOUR CHILD IS IN DETENTION BY THE SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY PROBATION, THIS SETTLEMENT APPLIES TO YOU.

The Settlement says that: 

· Probation and Department of Behavioral Health must screen, evaluate, refer, and treat for medical, physical, and mental health issues.
· Probation must give youth an orientation handbook in English or Spanish.

· Education and treatment –  
· Probation, School Districts and Mental Health agencies must work together to educate and treat youth. 
· Probation staff must get training about how to help youth with behavior problems. 
· Probation and Department of Behavioral Health must work to identify youth with disabilities and make accommodations for them. 
· Probation or Department of Behavioral Health must make sure that youth get what are called “related services.” These may be needed under a student’s Individualized Education Program (IEP). These could be mental health services, special day class, and behavior support.

· Transition services – Probation and Department of Behavioral Health must work to help youth with the transition back into the community. This includes case planning, treatment and other services. 
· Grievances – Youth can file grievances or complaints about anything that happens while they are detained. These must be tracked and investigated.
· The Court and Disability Rights Legal Center must get reports about complaints.
