Getting to know....CRLC 

The Cancer Legal Resource Center (CLRC), a joint program of the Disability Rights Legal Center and Loyola Law School, is a non-profit organization located on Loyola Law School's campus. The CLRC provides services throughout the US. Founded in 1997, the CLRC’s mission is to provide information about laws and resources to people coping with cancer. 

A cancer diagnosis can carry with it a variety of potential legal issues, including insurance coverage, employment discrimination, health care, child custody and estate planning. These legal issues can cause worry, confusion and stress - and can be overwhelming. When these legal issues are not addressed, people may find themselves surviving the disease, only to find that they have lost their homes, jobs, insurance or families. The CLRC provides critical information and resources that help callers deal with their problems. 

The CLRC has externships and work study positions available for students during the fall, spring and summer terms. Students who work at the CLRC develop client interviewing and counseling skills, and gain broad knowledge of federal and state laws. The students' work impacts people from all over the country and provides students with substantial exposure to diverse areas of law and legal issues. 
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
